Shuffle:
Shuffle mode is now available for Music folder. The Shuffle mode allows you to play songs in random order. 
User Guide:

The User Guide has been updated to version 1.2 and is a NISO book.
Upgrading to 1.2 will automatically place the User Guide on the ClassMate Reader. 

Reminder:

Beware - SD Card.  To prevent possible corruption of data on the SD card, always be sure to use the Windows Safely Remove option after copying files to the card. Also, never remove the SD card while you are recording or deleting books.
Usability Enhancements
Additional Dictionary features:   

The appearance of the dictionary is now consistent with visual settings configuration. 

Dictionary is now searchable. 

Ability to search from the first letter for up to 100 words in alphabetical order.
Companion software advancements:


Additional tabs for audible, podcasts and text notes extraction.
Battery Power Management: 
When the battery charge is low, the battery icon will flash red.  
Deleted Files:

Deleted files will be completely removed from the SD card when the book has been deleted.

File Organization:
Files are now organized alphabetically instead of the chronological order in which they appear on the SD card.  

Issues Corrected

Dictionary: 

Ability to Search for words that were not found by a drop down menu feature 

Known issues in this Release and enhancements planned for the next version

It was not possible to address the following issues in version 1.2.  The resolution of these issues is planned for the next release.

· We know that when two notes are placed at the same location, you will only see one icon at this time.  (DTB and Text books)

· Length of the pauses at the end of sentences in the text-to-speech (TTS) is not reduced as you increase the playback speed of the TTS.
· Additional languages to be made available.
Open Last Active Book

At the bottom of the Open Book dialog you will find a checkbox called Open Last Active Book. Enable this option if you want to have the last book read automatically open when you start up the ClassMate Reader.  This option is not selected by default. When Open Last Active Book is selected at startup, the unit will automatically go into “device lock” to successfully open the book.  

If the player is unable to open the last book, the Open book dialog will ask you to select a book from the Open Book menu.   

Shuffle mode (Music only)
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Press the Shuffle button to toggle between Shuffle mode ON and Shuffle mode OFF. The Shuffle mode option is only available from the toolbar when listening to music. 
When the Shuffle mode is enabled, the ClassMate will play random songs from your music folder after your first selection. When Shuffle mode is OFF, playback will follow the order in which the songs are presented.  
Whether in Shuffle mode or not, use the left and right arrows to move to the previous or next song.
The default setting is Shuffle mode OFF. 

Exporting Text Notes  

To Export the Text Notes of an Active book:
The book should be open and have Text Notes.

Press the Study Tools button. 

Select Navigate Markings.

Select the Export feature. This brings up the Export dialog.

Press Export button. 

This Export feature must be used with the Companion software.  Use the Export process prior to activating the Companion software to access the Text Notes.
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
