3 Known issues in this release:
· Multiple Notes at the same location – When notes are placed at the same location, only one icon is presented. In the future we will show a different icon to represent the fact that there is more than one text note, voice note and bookmark at the same location. 

· The length of the pauses at the end of sentences in the text-to-speech (TTS) is not reduced as you increase the playback speed of the TTS.  
4 Types of SD Cards

SD cards that exceed 2GB must be of the SDHC (High Capacity) type.  The speed class designation for SD cards is not significant as the ClassMate is not optimized for any particular speed class. For more information about SD card specifications please refer to www.sdcard.org.
5 Notes on Setting up the SD Card

5.1 Bookshelves
The ClassMate allows multiple types of content to be saved on your SD card. The different types are referred to as bookshelves. The possible bookshelves include:

· Digital Talking books: This bookshelf contains DAISY, NIMAS or NISO structured books which can be navigated much like print books moving by chapter, section, and page.

· Other Books: This bookshelf contains non-structured recorded books such as commercial MP3 books, or wav audio files. 
· Music folder: This bookshelf is where you place all your MP3 and wav files. 
· NISO or DAISY style navigation is not available for OtherBooks and music folders.
· Text Folder: This bookshelf is a folder structure of your choosing used to organize your txt, html, or xml text files. The ClassMate will play these files with its built-in text-to-speech engine capability, allowing you to follow the text onscreen with synchronized audio.
· Audible: This bookshelf folder is where audible.com books must be placed. They will not be played if placed in any other folder. This particular folder when installed from audible.com is authorized for your player only.  You may create a user file at audible.com. Consult the HumanWare website for specials on audible.com books.
· Podcast: This folder had been designed to have a dedicated location for podcasts.  The podcast folder will be created automatically with the Companion software on the SD card.

Each reserved folder begins with "$VR" to prevent them from interfering with other folders you may have on the card. The bookshelves are represented by the following: 
$VRAudible, $VRDTB, $VROtherbooks, $VRMusic, $VRPodcasts and $VRText.
Creating folder structures for thumb drives:

You will need to create folders on your USB thumb drives: $VRDTB, $VROtherbooks, $VRMusic and $VRText. Note that it is case sensitive. These folders are not automatically created as they would be with an SD card. 


To use additional SD cards or USB thumb drives with the audible.com folder, copy the entire folder and drag to the next SD card to transfer player authorization code from the original folder.
These reserved folders will be created automatically when you insert the SD card into the ClassMate. If these folders are removed they will be recreated once the card is reinserted into the ClassMate since these file folders are required for standardization.  
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
