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Trekker Map Manager User Guide
Trekker Map Manager is a PC application that allows you to manage the contents of your storage cards. You can transfer maps, routes and landmarks from the PC to your Breeze storage card. You can also remove Maps from your storage card or create backups of routes and landmarks. You can manage either the landmark database which contains all the landmarks created by the user or the database containing all P.O.Is from external sources (called External P.O.Is). Please note that Navteq P.O.Is are managed simultaneously with all the Maps information.

1. System Requirements

Trekker Map Manager runs under the Windows 2000, XP, Vista and 7 platforms and the minimum requirement are:

Trekker Map Manager is compatible with most screen reading applications.

2. Trekker Map Manager Components 

Trekker Map Manager consists of 5 pages (tabs): Maps, Routes, Landmarks, External P.O.Is and Options. Each of them lets you transfer the related databases from the PC to the Breeze's storage card and/or delete the related information from the Storage card.
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Use the Trekker map manager to transfer maps, or to backup and restore routes, or landmarks files.

Before installing the Trekker map manager software, you have to install ActiveSync or (Windows Mobile on Vista) on your computer.

There are two ways to install a new map on the Breeze SD card using Trekker Map Manager: either you insert the SD card in a SD card reader on your PC or you connect your Breeze with SD card inserted to your PC with the USB cable. The first method is faster. However, if you want to backup or restore your personal landmarks, you will need to connect your Breeze to your PC to perform the operation. 

Prior to using the Trekker map manager with your Breeze device, you will need to have an ActiveSync (or Windows Mobile on Vista) session running when inserting the storage card in the Breeze device prior to starting the Trekker Map Manager. 

If no storage card is present in the device's card slot and no card is found in a card reader, Trekker Map Manager will not show the transfer options and will run in Restricted Mode.

Note that Trekker maps are compressed files (.map). These files will be automatically recognized and unpacked by the application. User should not attempt to unpack them manually. 

3. Managing maps

The Maps tab allows you to install and delete maps on your device.  
NOTE: A map cannot be renamed; a renamed Map cannot be displayed in the Maps on PC Section.  
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Transferring maps from the PC to the Breeze's storage card: 

1- Place the storage card in the card reader. Alternatively, place the card in the Breeze device. If the second option is used, you will need to have an ActiveSync or Windows Mobile session running. 
2- Select the Location of the map files on your PC. Use the Alt+O keys (Path to maps location on PC) to specify the path to the desired PC maps location (folder) or use the Browse PC button to change to another location. The last selected folder will become the default maps folder. Note that Map Manager will only search for the available maps in the selected folder and not in its subfolders.

3- In the Maps available on PC list (ALT+P), select the maps you wish to install by pressing the Spacebar. To review Map content and version information access the Map Info window. To access the Map Info window, select the desired map and press Alt+Enter. Press Tab to cycle through the different information items. Select the OK button to close the Map Info Window.

NOTE: The Map Info Window is only available for maps stored on the PC (upper window), but not for those installed on the device's storage card (displayed in the lower window).
4- Select the storage card where the maps will be installed.

5- Check the memory space available before installation by pressing Tab. 

6- Press Tab again to check the space that will remain on the storage card after the installation indicated in the "maps available on PC" and "Maps available on Storage Card" windows. The value of these two fields will be updated as soon as you select or unselect a map.

7- Press the Install/Remove Selected Map button. During installation, use screen reader commands to read the progression state of the operation.

Removing maps found on the Storage card: 

To remove maps found on your device's storage card, follow these steps:
1- From the Maps available on Storage card section, select the maps you wish to delete from the storage card.

2- Press the Install/Remove Selected Map button.

Maps found in the PC and Storage card are identified by the following information: map name, map status (selected to be installed, for removal or not selected), map version and the map file size. 

NOTE: To avoid corrupt files, make sure that the device is properly connected and connected to the power outlet when Installing & Removing Maps. When introducing a new storage card or saving a new map into an existing one, you must restart the Breeze in order to properly consider the new information.  

4. Managing Routes
The Routes tab allows you to create backups of the routes created. These will be saved on your computer. Routes can be restored to your device at a later date. You can also remove routes from your Storage card or computer. 
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Creating a backup of your Routes:
1- Select the location of the Storage card (Alt+C) 

2- In the Routes available on Storage Card list (ALT+S), select the routes of which you want to create backup files by pressing the Spacebar. 

3- Use the Browse button (Alt+W) to change, if needed, the location where you want to save your route backup files (Alt+O). 

4- Press the Backup button (Alt+B). A window will inform you that a copy of the route was saved on your computer. Press Ok to continue. 

Restoring routes from the PC to the device's storage card:
To restore routes from the PC to the device's storage card, follow these steps: 

1- Select the Location of the route files on your PC. Use the Alt+O keys (Path to routes location on PC) to specify the path to the desired PC routes location (folder) or use the Browse PC button to change to another location. The last selected folder will become the default routes folder. Note that the application will only search for the available routes in the selected folder and not in its subfolders. 
2- Select the location of your Storage card (ALT+C) 

3- Press the Restore button (ALT+E). A window will inform you that the route was restored to your storage card. Press Ok to continue. 

Removing route files:
You can remove files found on your computer or Storage card. 
1- Determine if the route to remove is on your PC (ALT+P) or your Storage card (ALT+S). 

2- If you wish to remove a route from your PC, you can verify the Route location on PC by pressing (ALT+O). To change locations, press the Browse PC button (ALT+W).

3- If you wish to remove a route from your Storage card, select the location of the card with (ALT+C).  

4- From the list of routes found, press the Spacebar to select the route files you wish to remove. You will be asked to confirm if you really want to delete the file. Another window will inform you that the file was deleted. Press OK to continue.  
NOTE: To avoid corrupt files, make sure that the device is properly connected and connected to the power outlet when creating backups and restoring routes. When introducing a new storage card or saving a new map into an existing one, you must restart the Breeze in order to properly consider the new information.
5. Managing Landmarks 
The Landmarks you have created represent valuable information.  This section allows you to create a backup copy of your landmarks on your computer. Use CTRL+TAB to access the Landmarks page. The interface is divided into two main sections: the Landmarks available on PC (Alt+P) and Landmark from storage card (Alt+S) sections. 
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Backup Landmarks 
To backup the landmarks contained in your storage card into a single file on your computer follow these steps: 

1- Verify the path to the folder in which the Landmarks file will be saved (Alt+O). 
2- If you want to change to another folder, use the Browse button (Alt+W). 
The last selected folder will be the default Landmarks files folder. 
3- To start backup select the Backup button (Alt+B). Your landmarks will be saved on your computer. 
Restoring a Landmark file
You can only restore a Landmarks file, if it has been saved beforehand on the PC’s selected folder. Once saved, this Landmark file and its size will then be available and be displayed in the Landmark from Storage card section. 
1- To restore a Landmarks file to the device, select the device's storage card that will hold the Landmarks and check the available space remaining after the installation. 
2- Press the Restore button (Alt+E). Note that the restoring process will replace the existing Landmark and its associated audio files found in your storage card by the Landmarks files of the PC. 
3- At any time you can press the Refresh Connection button (or F5) to update the data currently displayed. 

Exporting a GPX landmark file to the Breeze

For information on how to create GPX landmark files, please consult section 7.1 in the Appendix. 

1. Connect your Breeze to the PC and start an ActiveSync connection.

2. Open the Trekker Map Manager.

3. Select the Landmarks tab.

4. Select the button "Add GPX as landmarks", select the GPX file just created and press "Enter".

5. The Trekker Map Manager exports the newly created landmarks to the Breeze. 

6. Disconnect your Breeze from the PC and perform a soft reset.

7. Your new landmarks will be available in your own landmarks list.

NOTES: When adding GPX as Landmark, you must restart the Breeze for changes to take effect. 

Transferring Landmarks files to a Storage card cannot be done by way of an external card reader. 
6. Managing External P.O.Is

The External P.O.Is Manager allows you to transfer and delete external P.O.Is. The interface is similar to the one found in the Map Manager. The two basic tasks of transferring files to your device or deleting those already there can be done by way of the two windows. One that lists files to be transferred from the computer to the device and another one listing files found on your device. Simply select the file you wish to install or delete from the appropriate window and press the Install/Remove Selected External P.O.Is button.  For additional information, please follow same instructions found in the Managing Maps section.

NOTES: External P.O.Is can be added to your Breeze using either GPX files or CSV files. How to create these files and export them to your Breeze is explained in the Appendix. These P.O.Is will be added to the commercial POIs of your map. Each imported database is dynamically added to the list of categories in the What's Around feature. This makes it possible to perform specific searches using those databases.
When you add GPX files as P.O.Is, a popup window will appear indicating that you can change the original database name to another if you wish. Press OK to continue. 

Transferring Landmarks or P.O.Is files to a Storage card cannot be done by way of an external card reader.
When adding P.O.Is or deleting external P.O.I database, you must restart the Breeze for changes to take effect.
7. Options 

This Options page will allow you to update the Breeze and Trekker Map Manager software.  You will also be able to change your Trekker Map Manager language.

7.1 Using Trekker Map Manager to update your Breeze Software

On the Options page is a button called "Check for Breeze Update". Use this button to check if your Breeze software is up to date. Connect your Breeze to your computer or insert your Breeze SD card into your computer’s SD slot. Then launch the Trekker Map Manager and activate "Check for Breeze Update" on the Options page. A dialog will appear and display your current Breeze version. If your Breeze is not up to date, activate the Install New Version button to download the latest software. This operation will transfer it to your Breeze SD card.  Then put the card back in your Breeze, power it on, and the new software will be installed.
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8. Appendix 
8.1 Converting an address into a GPX landmark file that you can export to the Breeze 

It is possible to create GPX (landmarks) using specialized websites, have them downloaded to your computer, then transferred to the Breeze using the Trekker Map Manager. For most accurate results, we recommend sites that are compatible with Navteq or yahoo maps. 

Follow these steps to create your own landmarks:

1. On your computer, access the following web page:
http://www.gpsvisualizer.com/geocoder/  

Set the source drop box to "Google". 

Important: The GPS Visualizer service is not guaranteed to be 100% correct. Use it at your own risk. 

2. Use the Input edit box to enter addresses. Addresses should include fields separated by commas. The more accurately the addresses are entered, the more precise the coordinates will be when creating the landmarks. It is recommended that you enter the city name, followed by the state/province and country. For instance, in Canada, Humanware headquarters will be entered as "445, rue du Parc Industriel, Longueuil, Québec, Canada". Postal codes can also be entered. It is important to note that the accuracy of postal codes can vary greatly depending on the country. 

3. When all addresses have been entered, select the "Start geocoding" button.

4. The Web page is refreshed and the GPS coordinates appear in the "Results as text:" edit box.

5. You can modify the name of the created landmarks by editing the third field appearing in every line of the "Results as text:" edit box. In previous example, "445, rue du Parc Industriel, Longueuil, Québec, Canada" can be changed to "Humanware Office" for instance.

6. Select the "Create a GPX file" button and a new web browser window opens. This window mentions that "Your data has been converted to GPX". If you are using a screen reader, you may have to press Shift-Enter to select this button to open another web page.

7. In this new window, locate the sentence "Your data has been converted to GPX" and select the link called "following link".

8. A popup dialog proposes to save file on disk, select the "Save" button. You can modify the file name if desired.

8.2 External databases 

The Breeze allows the integration of other sources of Points of Interest. The databases can be downloaded to the Breeze via the Map manager. 

Database format

As any database, the P.O.I information will require a standard format. We have opted for the CSV (comma separated values) format. For the P.O.Is to be considered by Breeze, it is necessary to indicate the longitude, latitude and name of each P.O.I. It is also possible to add optional information:

The file structure respects the following mandatory rules:

· Every P.O.I. is maintained in a single line of the file, ending by a carriage return.

·  Each P.O.I line is composed either of  the 3 mandatory fields or the mandatory fields plus ALL additional fields (15 in total).Every P.O.I. field is separated from the next field by a comma. The comma is mandatory.

· Any optional field can be left empty, but the trailing comma still needs to be present (“,,”)

· Every line has a maximum of 1024 characters

· A line starting with the semicolon character ‘;’ is considered a comment, not P.O.I. information.

· Any character string field can be enclosed by double quote characters, which are not part of the field information. It is mandatory only when the field includes a comma as part of the field data (e.g. …..,24,”Kensington Street, Suite 302”, London, …) Categories field: Only categories already existing are supported. You must enter the code number of the desired category. Please consult the Categories and code numbers section of the present appendix. 

Creating a CSV database

It is possible to create a file separated by commas in common Office applications such as Excel or Notepad. In Excel for example, you can enter the longitude in column A, the latitude in column B and the name in column C and Save As “.CSV”.

Example of P.O.I database containing 3 P.O.Is intended to become landmarks in the Breeze:
