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BrailleNote Touch Knowledge Levels
Installing a new Android application
The Touch supports third party Android applications. You can download, install and use any Android application that is available on the Google Play Store (provided it is available for the version of Android installed on the Touch, which is Android version 4.4.2 – KitKat). Note that some Android applications are payable and cannot be downloaded without payment first being made. You can set up payment information for your Google account when you initially set up the account. You will also need to have an active Google account set up on your Touch, as well as an active wireless internet connection, in order to download, install and use third party Android applications from the Google Play Store.

This guide describes the main supported method for installing a new Android application, which is using the Google Play Store. Refer to “Working with the Google Play Store” for guidance on general use of the Play Store application. This contains information about using all aspects of the Play Store, including browsing items other than apps.
Note: The word “application” is often shortened to “app”.

Press and release the Home button, or use the Braille shortcut Space with dots 1,2,3,4,5 and 6, to go to the Main Menu. 

Type a letter P twice. You will be prompted “Play Store”. Now, press Enter.
After a few moments, you will be prompted “Play Store”. You are placed in the Google Play Store. 

There are essentially two ways you can find an app to download and install in the Play Store. You can search for the app by name, or you can browse app sections and lists if you are not looking for a specific app and want to browse various apps.
Searching for an app by name

To search for an app, type a letter S as many times as required until you are prompted “Search button”. Now, press Enter.
You will be prompted “Edit box, search Google Play”. Type in the name of the app you want to install, and then press Enter.
You will then be placed on a screen which contains a list of results for your search. You can now use Space with dot 4 or Space with dot 1 to move through the various search results. Each search result is a specific application. When you reach the app you are looking for, press Enter.

You will be prompted with the name of the selected app. Type a letter I three times. 

You will be prompted “Install button”. Press Enter.

Note: If your Google account’s setup has not been fully completed on your Touch, you will be prompted “Alert complete account setup. Review your account to continue installing apps on Google Play”. Refer to “Adding a new Google account” for guidance on the available options here for setting up payment options.

If you want to skip this part for now, type a letter S. You will be prompted “Skip button”. Now, press Enter.

You will then be prompted “App permissions”. Type a letter A.
You will be prompted “Accept button”. Press Enter.
You will be prompted “Play Store”. The Touch will now download and install the selected application. Note that the download can take a while to complete, especially for larger applications.
When the application has been downloaded and installed, you will be prompted about this. You can now close the Play Store if desired, or you can open the new application directly from here if you wish – type a letter O to move to the Open button, and then press Enter.

Note: Some third party Android applications found on the Google Play Store may not be accessible to KeySoft on the Touch. The accessibility level of an application depends entirely on the extent to which the app’s developer has adhered to Google’s application accessibility guidelines. These guidelines detail how an application can be developed so it is accessible to devices such as the Touch.
Browsing apps by section
To browse for an app by category, type a letter A as many times as is required until you are prompted “Apps and games”. Now, press Enter. This ensures that apps are shown in the Play Store screen.
There are five overall sections:

• Top charts

• Games

• Categories

• Family

• Editors’ choice

The Top charts section contains apps which are popular and have been downloaded by a large number of Android users.

The Games section contains gaming apps.

The Categories section contains a list of categories which themselves contain various apps relating to that specific category / theme.
The Family section contains family oriented apps.

The Editors’ choice section contains apps which are recommended and highly rated by Google’s team of editors.
To select a section, you can press Space with dot 4 or Space with dot 1 until you reach the section button, and then press Enter to select it.
You can also make use of first letter navigation to quickly move to a specific section, such as F for Family, and then press Enter to select it.

When you select a section, you are then placed in that section. There are usually various categories and lists for each section. For example, the Categories section contains a wide range of app categories to choose from. Selecting a category will then give you a screen showing various apps that fall into that category. All categories and lists can be selected by moving to them, using Space with dot 4 or Space with dot 1 or by using first letter navigation, and then pressing Enter to select it. You can then move through the various apps in that category / list by using Space with dot 4 or Space with dot 1. 
Note: If you have selected a section, category or list, and you want to move back a step, you can do so by pressing and releasing the Back button, or by using the Braille shortcut Space with E.
When you locate an app that you want to install, move to the desired app, and then press Enter.

You will be prompted with the name of the selected app. Type a letter I three times. 

You will be prompted “Install button”. Press Enter.

Note: If your Google account’s setup has not been fully completed on your Touch, you will be prompted “Alert complete account setup. Review your account to continue installing apps on Google Play”. Refer to “Adding a new Google account” for guidance on the available options here for setting up payment options.
